QuoteLib! – LDS Reference Library!

QuoteLib! is a powerful tool that lets you create your own LDS reference library that will assist you in your personal gospel study, teaching responsibilities, counseling and research efforts.   The amount of information you can store is limited only by the size of your hard drive.  And don’t let the name fool you.  Each reference you store can be up to 1.2GB in size!

This exciting tool allows you to search for the reference you are looking for based on any of the following means:

· Any number of unlimited user-define “KeyWords”

· The Author of the reference

· Any words in the content of the reference itself

Once the reference is found, it allows you to easily move the reference right into your word processor or spreadsheet application.

Installation instructions (e-mail attachments) for WindowsNT 4.0, Windows95, Windows98:

The e-mail message you received should contain the following file:


QuoteLib.doc

(Microsoft™ Word document – this document)


QuoteLib.txt

(same info as above file, but with no images)


QLV1BR2.exe
(Winzip™ self-extracting executable file)

1. Copy QLV1BR2.exe to your computer’s hard drive.

2. Run the program (double-click on the file name).  It will extract the files necessary for installation of QuoteLib!, including SETUP.EXE.

3. Run the SETUP.EXE, you should be able to accept the default values for all questions asked.

4. Run the application and enjoy!

QuoteLib! User Manual

Overview:

The QuoteLib! LDS Reference Library allows the user to store a virtually unlimited number of references in the supplied QuoteLib! database.  Once stored, the user may search for the desired reference and, once found, copy the reference right into a word processing application or any application that accepts input from the system clipboard.

Each reference stored may be assigned any number of user-defined “KeyWords” that are subsequently available for the search utility to use to locate the reference in the future.  These KeyWords would logically be something like “faith”, or “testimony”, or “missionary work”.

Each reference stored must also be assigned to a category that defines the type of reference.  The application supplies ten pre-defined categories and allows the user to define an additional three.  The pre-defined categories are as follows:

Quote

Story

Poem

Song

Scripture

Article

Talk

Humor

Letter

Web Site

The remaining three categories are labeled “Other1”, “Other2” and “Other3”.  With this release of QuoteLib!, the user may not change the name of these three categories, but may use them for any source desired (i.e. “Other1” may apply to News Papers or Magazines, but the name will remain “Other1”).

The following information is stored for each reference

KeyWords – Any number of words which help define this reference.  KeyWords are used by the search utility to locate the desired reference.  Note:  If more than one KeyWord is used for a single reference, the words must be separated by a blank rather than by a comma or any other delimiter.

Author – This is the individual that the quote is attributed to.  While this is not a required field, the information is helpful because if the reference is to be used in a teaching situation, the proper credit will be able to be included in the presentation.

Link – Some users may already have a number of references already stored in files on their computer or may prefer store the contents of some of them in external files rather than in the QuoteLib! database.  This field is provided to allow the user to create a QuoteLink!.  Simply enter the name of the external file associated with this reference in this field.  When specifying the name of the external file you may either enter the file name with or without the full path name.  If you do not include the full path name to the file, then QuoteLib! will look in the folder specified as the “Link Directory” in the “QuoteSetup! Tab.  If the reference is not stored in an external file, then leave this field blank.  QuoteLink! may also be used to store a link to a URL on the Internet.  For example, if there is a recent BYU devotional dealing with the subject of “Growth from our Failures” that you want to store a reference about, you may supply the exact URL to that speech on BYU’s web site!  When selected, QuoteLib! can launch your default web browser against that URL.

Source – This field is used to store the source of the reference and would typically hold values such as “General Conference, April 1999”, or “Jesus the Christ, p. 142)”.  Again, like the “Author” field, this field is not required, but should be filled out so that the appropriate source may be quoted when this reference is used.

Description – This is a brief description of the reference that includes enough information about the reference to allow the user to identify it from other references that may also be read from the database in response to a QuoteSearch! request.

Content – This is the actual reference – the quote, the story, the poem – what ever.  Don’t worry too much about the size because, theoretically, this field can hold up to 1.2GB of data.  Most of us, however, wouldn’t have enough disk space to store but a couple of records that size.  As of this release, there has been no performance monitoring done to determine the effects of large numbers records on the QuoteSearch! utility.  If you anticipate your library growing to thousands of references it might be a good idea to store large references in separate files.  If a reference is stored in a QuoteLink!, then this field may be left blank or may be used to provide additional information regarding the reference or a more extensive summary of the reference than what may be stored in the “Description” field.

Adding References to Your Library

Enough of the overview – lets get a look at what we’re talking about.  Below is an image of the application as it is used to add references to your library with each of the fields completed and the “Add” button ready to be clicked.
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A special feature built in to each of the text fields above is that if the user double-clicks within one of the fields then the contents of the system clipboard will be copied into the field.  Lets assume we are browsing on the internet and go to the Church’s web site and start reading the latest conference talks.  We find a quote we like so we highlight it, copy it to the clipboard, then we go to our QuoteEdit! utility and double click in the “contents” field, and voila, it’s right there for us. Remember, each of the text fields act this way, so if you prefer the mouse over the keys you can fill in nearly all of the fields without pressing a key.

Once all the information is entered, click on the appropriate “category” button on the right.  Clicking on the ADD button will then add the reference to the database and clear all the text fields.  It’s as simple as that!

If you are creating a QuoteLink!, rather than storing the reference directly in the QuoteLib! database, and that link is to an Internet URL, you must click on the checkbox labeled “Use Internet Browser?” to the right of the Link text field (see image above) in order to signify it as being such.  Otherwise, with the many different formats of Internet URLs, QuoteLib! might get confused and think that this link is to an external file residing on your computer.

Using the QuoteSearch! Utility

Below is an image of the application as it is used to search for a desired reference. 
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The KeyWord “faith” has been entered as the search criteria and we are ready to click on the “search” key.

Note that the QuoteSearch! utility may perform the sort based on KeyWords, Authors, or words within the contents of the reference itself (note that if files are stored externally, they will not be searched if the latter option is selected).

The QuoteSearch! utility can also narrow down the search based on the category of the reference.  If, for example, the user wanted a humorous story that had something to with faith, they would check the “Humor” checkbox in the “Quote Type” section of the window before clicking on the search button.  The search utility would then only search for those references that were “humorous” and were saved in the database with the KeyWord “faith”.

Clicking on the “search” button would result in something that looks like this:
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The grid in the middle of the window lists all the stored references that included the KeyWord “faith”.  The text box at the bottom of the window contains the actual reference that corresponds to the highlighted description in the Grid.  The user may navigate the grid using the mouse or the arrow keys.  As a new reference is selected in the grid, the contents of the reference will be shown in the text box at the bottom of the window.  If a selected reference includes a link (either to an external file or to a web site), the link will be displayed in the yellow box in the middle of the window and the “Link…” button will be enabled.

Once the desired reference is selected, there are a number of actions the user may take.  They are enumerated below.

1. Move the contents of the reference into the system clipboard for pasting into another application (such as a word processor).  This is done in one of three ways:

· Click on the push button labeled “Copy Quote to clipboard”

· Right click on the selected reference in the grid to bring up a popup menu then click on the button titled “Copy Quote to clipboard”

· Use the menu bar.  Click on Edit, followed by “Quote to clipboard”

2. Move the contents of the reference as well as the associated author and source into the system clipboard for pasting into another application.  This is done in one of three ways:

· Click on the push button labeled “Copy Quote w/references”

· Right click on the selected reference in the grid to bring up a popup menu then click on the button titled “Copy Quote w/Reference”

· Use the menu bar.  Click on Edit, followed by “Quote w/ref. to clipboard”

3. Move only a portion of the contents of the quote to the system clipboard for pasting into another application.  Highlight the portion of the quote desired then go to the menu bar.  Click on Edit followed by Copy.

4. Edit the record.  This may be initiated in either of the following ways.

· Right click on the selected reference in the grid to bring up a popup menu then click on the Edit button.

· Double-click on the selected reference in the grid.  The application will switch to the “QuoteEdit!” tab with all the information regarding the reference displayed in the appropriate fields and the “Modify” and “Delete” buttons activated.  The user may make any changes that are necessary then click on the Modify button.

5. Delete the record.  This may be done quickly by right clicking on the selected reference in the grid to bring up a popup menu then clicking on the “delete” button.  The selected reference will be deleted.  The longer method is by following the steps in action 4 above to initiate an Edit, but click on the “Delete” button in the resulting window rather than the “Modify” button.

6. View the externally referenced link.  This applies only to those references that include an external link.  If a selected record includes a link then the link will be displayed in the yellow box in the middle of the window and the “Link…” button will be enabled.  The user may activate the link in one of the following two ways.

· Click on the “Link…” button to the left of the yellow box.

· Right click on the selected reference in the grid to bring up a popup menu then click on the button “Go To Linked

If the user activates a link, the application associated with that file will be launched against the file name shown on the screen.  If, for example, a conference talk is stored in an external Microsoft™ Word™ document, then activating the link would cause Word™ to be launched and the external file opened within the application.  If, on the other hand, the link is a hyper-link to a web site, the default internet browser would be launched and directed to the linked site.

Following is the image of a QuoteSearch! that includes a link to a BYU devotional.
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7. Sort the references in the grid.  The first row of the grid is a fixed row that includes the column headings for the references found by the QuoteSearch! utility.  The user may sort all the records based on any of the columns in the grid by clicking on the desired column heading.  If, for example, the user wanted all the references sorted by Author, all they would have to do is click on the word “Author” in the first row of the grid.

8. Perform a sub-search.  Once your database has grown over time, it is possible that you may retrieve so many records as the result of a QuoteSearch! that you may find it difficult to find the exact reference you are looking for by scrolling through the references in the grid.  If such is the case, you may perform a sub-search on the records retrieved from the previous search.  Simply click on the check box, labeled “Sub-search”, that is to the right of the “search criteria” entry field, and enter any search criteria desired.  QuoteSearch! will then look through the references currently in your grid, from you last search, and find those that match your new search criteria.

Configuring your QuoteLib Application

The last tab in the application is the Configuration Tab.  Below is an image of what the application looks like when this tab is selected.
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As of this release, there are only two items that need to be configured.  First is to let QuoteLib! know the name and location of your database, and the second is to tell QuoteLib! the path where your externally stored files are located.

Under normal circumstances the user will never have to configure the database name and location.  The installation program creates the database and stores that name and location in the configuration file for future reference.  If the user, for some reason needs multiple databases, they may use this tab to tell QuoteLib! which database to use.  Note that in the image above there are two database listed in the FileListBox, QuoteLib.qlb and QuoteLib2.qlb.  The first file comes pre-loaded with 30 references to assist the user in becoming familiar with the application before loading their own references.  The second file is an empty database.  It is recommended that if the user does not want to keep the pre-loaded references or wants to create multiple databases, then they should make a copy of the second file and rename it before use.

If the user wants to use a different database then the following steps should be taken.

1. Click on the “Database File” radio button.

2. Use the Drive Box, the Directory Box and the File List box to locate the desired database.

3. Click on the appropriate Accept button to the right.

If the user wants to include references in external files within QuoteLib!, then the “Link Directory” field needs to be appropriately configured.  By default, QuoteLib! will look for external files in the directory where the application was installed.  If the user wants to store them elsewhere then the following steps should be taken.

1. Click on the Link Directory radio button.

2. Use the Drive Box and the Directory Box to navigate to the directory where the external files will be stored.

3. Click on the appropriate Accept button to the right.

Importing a QuoteLib! Database

Once you have tried out QuoteLib! and find out what a great reference tool it is, you will be sure to pass it on to all you know and before long there will be many people you know that will have their own QuoteLib! reference libraries.  You will find that you will want to provide others with your library or would like to import some one else’s library into yours.  The database import function lets the user copy all the records from some other QuoteLib! database into their own.  

Click on the FILE menu button followed by “Import”.  The following window will be displayed.
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Use the Drive Box, Directory Box, and File Box to locate the database to import, then press the “Import” button.  The all the records from the selected database will be moved into your own.
